REAGAN COMMUNITY CENTER RENTAL AGREEMENT

RULES AND REGULATIONS

We are very pleased to make the Reagan Community Center (RCC) gym and meeting room accessible to the community. However, in the past, doors have been left ajar, Village property missing and the building vandalized.

For this reason we are requiring the adult responsible for renting the buildings gym or meeting room to be held responsible for leaving the building in the condition it was found.

All rental and damage deposits are to be paid in full as soon as possible once you have received confirmation the date is open. The rental agreement shall be signed at the time of payment.

Arrangements for having the building open will be made with the RCC manager.

Reservations shall be made on a first come first serve basis.

Reservations will be accepted up to one year in advance.

Civic groups that contribute to the community, local youth, and church groups will be required to sign the rental contract to use the RCC, with no deposits or rental fee charged for their meetings or one day events. They will be required to clean up after their meetings and events and be responsible for any missing items or damage to the building or its contents during their reserved date.

The person requesting the use of the RCC must be at least 21 years of age or older. A photo ID may be required by the RCC manager.

If the RCC gym and meeting room are rented on the same day by different parties, then the bathrooms and the parking lot will be shared.

In renting the RCC to you, the Village has the right to control and enforce all necessary and proper rules for its management and operation. The Village through its authorized agents and employees may enter the premises at any time on any occasion.

The Tampico Police Department may be notified of large events. The Tampico Police, Whiteside County Sheriffs Dept. or the State Police may enter the Community Center at any time to ensure the safety and welfare of the people within.

You agree that every person connected with your event shall comply with all of the laws of the United States and the State of Illinois, and all of the ordinances, rules and regulations of the Village of Tampico for the government and management of the RCC.

If the Community Building, or any part of it, is destroyed or damaged by fire or by any other cause, or if any other casualty or unforeseen occurrence renders the fulfillment of this rental agreement by the Village impossible, then the Village shall not be liable or responsible to you for any consequential damages.

The Tiger Cubbies Daycare uses the kitchen on a regular basis. Therefore, the refrigerator, freezer and general kitchen equipment, with the exception of the stove, is off limits and not to be used by the public. You will be required to bring anything you will need, such as dish soap, towels, utensils, crock-pots, coolers, etc.

If applicable there shall be at least one (1) adult over the age of twenty- one (21) for every ten (10) children under the age of twenty -one (21) for youth events and parties.

If applicable, the person renting the building shall provide the Village with a copy of the rental agreement for a “Bounce House” or similar equipment and agree to pay an additional cost of ten dollars ($10.00) per unit used which requires electric power.

No generators shall be allowed on the property without written approval.

Decorations shall not be attached to the structure of the RCC. The renter must check with the RCC manager for exceptions.

There shall be no roller blades, skates or skate boards allowed on the gym floor.

There shall be no rice, confetti, bubbles, silly string, glitter or birdseed allowed in the RCC.

Tables and chairs are to stay inside the RCC.

The person signing the rental agreement is responsible for keeping themselves and their guests in the gym or meeting room and only use the hallways to access the restrooms. No one is allowed to access rooms or hallways for any other purpose, including loitering.

The person signing is responsible for keeping themselves and their guests from sitting on tables, counters and the top of the bleachers.

No one is permitted to be on the stage without written prior approval.

No one is permitted to use the PA system without prior approval. 

Smoking will not be permitted within the RCC, in accordance with state laws.

The Village of Tampico will not be responsible for lost or stolen items.

No animals, except seeing-eye dogs or other therapy dogs, will be allowed in the RCC.

All trash will be tied up and placed in the dumpster behind the RCC. Excessive trash incurring additional pickup charges may be billed to the individual or organization that signs the rental contract.

If the individual or organization that signs the rental contract does not abide by the rules set forth in the rental contract, the Village of Tampico may refuse that individual or organization any future rental requests.

This agreement shall not be assigned nor shall you allow the premised or any part of the premises to be sublet.

The individual or organization renting the RCC will complete a checklist for cleaning up the rented area after use.

The checklist in the above paragraph will be reviewed by a Village representative prior to occupancy. The representative will sign the initial checklist and note any discrepancy in conditions.

The representative will go over the checklist after each event to determine if the damage deposit may be refunded or it there has been excess damage or items missing exceeding the application of the damage deposit.

Any individual or organization signing the rental contract will be responsible for any missing or damaged items or any damage done to the building during the date reserved. The cost will be deducted first from the damage deposit fee. Any damages in excess of the damage deposit fee will then have to be paid by the individual or organization.

In no event shall the occupancy limit of 400 people, as set by the Fire Marshall, be exceeded.

If an event is a late night rental the renter will have until 10:00 a.m. the next day to complete their clean up, under the discretion of the manager or managers designee. If the clean up is not completed by 10:00 a.m. The renter will be charged a $50.00 fee and damage deposit will not be refunded.
